Answer the statement, “We live under grace, not 
obedience to rules.” Then read Romans 6:1-4. 

5. Zechariah was chosen “according to custom” (Luke 1:9). What did 
the apostles say (Acts 5:29)? How do Christians decide where to 
draw the line that separates us from the world? 

6. Remember the 3 steps: 1-I am born again (eternal). 2-I rejoice in my 
new birth (internal). 3-I am a joy and delight (external). Why is that 
process difficult &/or necessary? 
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
