Thought starters for personal reflection or group study 

1. Read Matthew 6:33. How can prioritising God’s Kingdom and 
righteousness provide us with things mentioned in v 28-32? How 
does that make the Christian life better than ok? 

2. Read John 14:26-28. In what ways is peace (v27) connected with 
the things mentioned in v26 and v28? How does that make the 
Christian life better than ok? 

3. Read Philippians 4:11-13. How does, “I have learned…” (v11) and, “I 
know…” (v12), result in, “I can do…” (v13)? How does that make the 
Christian life better than ok? 

4. Read Luke 10:10-11. What were the disciples to do, and to say? 
What message/s was this designed to convey? How does that make 
the non-Christian life not ok? 

5. Read Genesis 19:24, and imagine what that day must have been 
like for those residents. Read Luke 10:12, and image what the day 
of God’s judgment may be like. 
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
